Two patients in England have tested positive for coronavirus. Currently no cases
have been diagnosed in Northern Ireland.

Based on the World Health Organization’s declaration yesterday that this is a public
health emergency of international concern, the UK Chief Medical Officers have
raised the risk to the public from low to moderate.
